John 11:41-42 Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead man was lying.
And Jesus lifted up His eyes and said, “Father, | thank You that You have heard Me. And | know
that You always hear Me, but because of the people who are standing by | said this, that they
may believe that You sent Me.

Acts 10:37-47 That word you know, which was proclaimed throughout all Judea, and began

from Galilee after the baptism which John preached: how noin f Nazareth with
the Holy Spirit and with power, who went about doing good and healing all who were oppressed

by the devil, for God was with Him. And we are witnesses of all things which He did both in the
land of the Jews and in Jerusalem, whom they killed by hanging on a tree. Him God raised up on
the third day, and showed Him openly, not to all the people, but to witnesses chosen before by
God, even to us who ate and drank with Him after He arose from the dead. And He commanded
us to preach to the people, and ify that it is He who w rdain to be Judge of
the living and the dead. To Him all the prophets witness that, through His name, whoever
believes in Him will receive remission of sins.” While Peter was still speaking these words, the
Holy Spirit fell upon all those who heard the word. And those of the circumcision who believed
were astonished, as many as came with Peter, because the gift of the Holy Spirit had been
poured out on the Gentiles also. For they heard them speak with tongues and magnify God.
Then Peter answered, “Can anyone forbid water, that these should not be baptized who have
received the Holy Spirit just as we have?”

John 5:31-33 “If | bear witness of Myself, My witness is not true.

There is another who bears witness of Me, and | know that the witness which He witnesses of
Me is true. You have sent to John, and he has borne witness to the truth.

John 5:36-37 But | have a greater witness than John’s; for the works which the Father has
given Me to finish—the very works that | do—bear witness of Me, that the Father has sent Me.
And the Father Himself, who sent Me, has testified of Me. You have neither heard His voice at
any time, nor seen His form.

John 8:18 | am One who bears witness of Myself, and the Father who sent Me bears witness of
Me.”

John 10:25 Jesus answered them, “I told you, and you do not believe. The works that | do in
My Father’s name, they bear witness of Me.

Ro 1:9 For God is my witness, whom | serve with my spirit in the gospel of his Son, that without
ceasing | make mention of you always in my prayers;

Job 16:19 Also now, behold, my witness is in heaven, and my record is on high.

Hebrews 2:3-4 How shall we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began
to be spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him, God also bearing
witness both with signs and wonders, with vari miracl nd qifts of the Hol irit,

according to His own will?

Mt 24:14 And this gospel of the kingdom shall be preached in all the world for a witness unto all
nations; and then shall the end come.
