Jesus.
Colossians 3:1-3   If then you were raised with Christ, seek those things which are 
above, where Christ is, sitting at the right hand of God.  Set your mind on things above, 
not on things on the earth.  For you died, and your life is hidden with Christ in God.”
Joh 12:32  And I, if I am lifted up from the earth, will draw all peoples to Myself.”
Heb 7:25  Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost those who come to God 
through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them.
1Pe 3:18   For Christ also suffered once for sins, the just for the unjust, that He might 
bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive by the Spirit,
Joh 3:14   And as Moses lifted up the serpent in the wilderness, even so must the 
Son of Man be lifted up,
Joh 6:44   No one can come to Me unless the Father who sent Me draws him; and I 
will raise him up at the last day.
Jas 4:8  Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you 
sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.
Heb 10:22  let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our 
hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.
Heb 10:38-39  Now the just shall live by faith; But if anyone draws back, My soul has 
no pleasure in him.  But we are not of those who draw back to perdition, but of those 
who believe to the saving of the soul.
Ro 6:11  Likewise you also, reckon yourselves to be dead indeed to sin, but alive to 
God in Christ Jesus our Lord.
Ro 6:13  And do not present your members as instruments of unrighteousness to sin, 
but present yourselves to God as being alive from the dead, and your members as 
instruments of righteousness to God.
Ro 8:10-11  And if Christ is in you, the body is dead because of sin, but the Spirit is life 
because of righteousness. But if the Spirit of Him who raised Jesus from the dead 
dwells in you, He who raised Christ from the dead will also give life to your mortal 
bodies through His Spirit who dwells in you.
1Co 15:21  For since by man came death, by Man also came the resurrection of the 
dead.
Ephesians 1:17-21  That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may 
give to you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of Him, the eyes of 
your understanding being enlightened; that you may know what is the hope of His 
calling, what are the riches of the glory of His inheritance in the saints, and what is the 
exceeding greatness of His power toward us who believe, according to the working of 
His mighty power which He worked in Christ when He raised Him from the dead and 
seated Him at His right hand in the heavenly places, far above all principality and 
power and might and dominion, and every name that is named, not only in this age 
but also in that which is to come.”



2Co 3:18  But we all, with unveiled face, beholding as in a mirror the glory of the Lord, 
are being transformed into the same image from glory to glory, just as by the Spirit of 
the Lord.
John 14:30  I will not talk with you much more, for the prince (evil genius, ruler) of the 
world is coming. And he has no claim on Me. [He has nothing in common with Me; 
there is nothing in Me that belongs to him, and he has no power over Me.]
2Co 4:6  For it is the God who commanded light to shine out of darkness, who has 
shone in our hearts to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of 
Jesus Christ.
1Pe 2:9  But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own 
special people, that you may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of 
darkness into His marvelous light;
Col 1:13  He has delivered us from the power of darkness and conveyed us into the 
kingdom of the Son of His love,
Heb 7:25  Therefore He is also able to save to the uttermost those who come to God 
through Him, since He always lives to make intercession for them.
Eph 2:8  For by grace you have been saved through faith, and that not of yourselves; it 
is the gift of God,
2Ti 1:9  who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to our 
works, but according to His own purpose and grace which was given to us in Christ 
Jesus before time began,
2Pe 1:2  Grace and peace be multiplied to you in the knowledge of God and of Jesus 
our Lord,
2 Peter 3:17-18 You therefore, beloved, since you know this beforehand, beware lest 
you also fall from your own steadfastness, being led away with the error of the wicked;  
but grow in the grace and knowledge of our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ. To Him be 
the glory both now and forever. Amen.
2Jo 3  Grace, mercy, and peace will be with you from God the Father and from the 
Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of the Father, in truth and love.
Phil 3:10-11. (Amplified)  [For my determined purpose is] that I may know Him [that I 
may progressively become more deeply and intimately acquainted with Him, 
perceiving and recognizing and understanding the wonders of His Person more 
strongly and more clearly], and that I may in that same way come to know the power 
outflowing from His resurrection [which it exerts over believers], and that I may so 
share His sufferings as to be continually transformed [in spirit into His likeness even] 
to His death, [in the hope]  That if possible I may attain to the [spiritual and moral] 
resurrection [that lifts me] out from among the dead [even while in the body].

Ro 8:6  For to be carnally minded is death, but to be spiritually minded is life and 
peace.
1Jo 2:15-16  Do not love the world or the things in the world. If anyone loves the world, 
the love of the Father is not in him. For all that is in the world--the lust of the flesh, the 
lust of the eyes, and the pride of life--is not of the Father but is of the world.
Lu 12:15  And He said to them, “Take heed and beware of covetousness, for one’s life 
does not consist in the abundance of the things he possesses.”
Philippians 3:18-21 For many walk, of whom I have told you often, and now tell you 
even weeping, that they are the enemies of the cross of Christ: whose end is 
destruction, whose god is their belly, and whose glory is in their shame--who set their 
mind on earthly things. For our citizenship is in heaven, from which we also eagerly 
wait for the Savior, the Lord Jesus Christ, who will transform our lowly body that it may 
be conformed to His glorious body, according to the working by which He is able even 
to subdue all things to Himself.”
Eph 3:20. Now to Him Who, by (in consequence of) the [action of His] power that is at 
work within us, is able to [carry out His purpose and] do superabundantly, far over and 
above all that we [dare] ask or think [infinitely beyond our highest prayers, desires, 
thoughts, hopes, or dreams]--
Ac 2:17   ‘And it shall come to pass in the last days, says God, That I will pour out of My 
Spirit on all flesh; Your sons and your daughters shall prophesy, Your young men 
shall see visions, Your old men shall dream dreams.
Ga 5:16* I say then: Walk in the Spirit, and you shall not fulfill the lust of the flesh.
Ga 5:17* For the flesh lusts against the Spirit, and the Spirit against the flesh; and 
these are contrary to one another, so that you do not do the things that you wish.
Ga 6:8* For he who sows to his flesh will of the flesh reap corruption, but he who 
sows to the Spirit will of the Spirit reap everlasting life.
Ro 8:5* For those who live according to the flesh set their minds on the things of the 
flesh, but those who live according to the Spirit, the things of the Spirit.
Ro 8:9* But you are not in the flesh but in the Spirit, if indeed the Spirit of God dwells 
in you. Now if anyone does not have the Spirit of Christ, he is not His.

James 1:21  Therefore lay aside all filthiness and overflow of wickedness, and receive 
with meekness the implanted word, which is able to save your souls.”

GOD, That I may declare all Your works.”
Ps 65:4 Blessed is the man You choose, And cause to approach You, That he may 
dwell in Your courts. We shall be satisfied with the goodness of Your house, Of Your 
holy temple.
Ps 84:10 For a day in Your courts is better than a thousand. I would rather be a 
doorkeeper in the house of my God Than dwell in the tents of wickedness.



Hebrews 10:19-22  Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the 
blood of Jesus,  by a new and living way which He consecrated for us, through the veil, 
that is, His flesh,  and having a High Priest over the house of God,  let us draw near 
with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil 
conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.”
Jas 4:8  Draw near to God and He will draw near to you. Cleanse your hands, you 
sinners; and purify your hearts, you double-minded.
La 3:25 The LORD is good to those who wait for Him, To the soul who seeks Him.
Psalms 18:18-20  They confronted me in the day of my calamity, But the LORD was 
my support.
