WHAT IF WE BELIEVED?

Believe in God. Mark 11:22-23 “So Jesus answered and said to them, “Have faith in God.”
“Jesus said to him, “If you can believe, all things are possible to him who believes.”

Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ an you will be saved.

Believe God.

Romans 1:17 “For in it the righteousness of God is revealed from faith to faith; as it is
written, “The just shall live by faith.”

Romans 1:17 (Amplified) For in the Gospel a righteousness which God ascribes is
revealed, both springing from faith and leading to faith [disclosed through the way of
faith that arouses to more faith]. As it is written, The man who through faith is just and
upright shall live and shall live by faith.

Romans 4:3 “For what does the Scripture say? “Abraham believed God, and it was
accounted to him for righteousness.””

Romans 4:17-18 “(as it is written, “| have made you a father of many nations”) in the
presence of Him whom he believed--God, who gives life to the dead and calls those things
which do not exist as though they did; who, contrary to hope, in hope believed, so that he
became the father of many nations, according to what was spoken, “So shall your
descendants be.”

Was it Abraham’s Idea or God’s idea: To have a son, To offer his son.

James 2:18 “But someone will say, “You have faith, and | have works.” Show me your
faith without your works, and | will show you my faith by my works.”

Only when faith puts us in the middle of a situation will it produce miraculous results.
You can’t stand on the sideline and see the miraculous.

James 2:19-20 (Amplified) You believe that God_is one; you do well. So do the demons
believe and shudder [in terror and horror such as make a man's hair stand on end and contract
the surface of his skin]! Are you willing to be shown [proof], you foolish (unproductive, spiritually
deficient) fellow, that faith apart from [good] works is inactive and ineffective and worthless?

James 2:21-22 “Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he offered Isaac
his son on the altar? Do you see that faith was working together with his works, and by works
faith was made perfect?”

Mark 16:17 “And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast
out demons; they will speak with new tongues;”

John 20:29 “Jesus said to him, “Thomas, because you have seen Me, you have
believed. Blessed are those who have not seen and yet have believed.”

John 17:20 “I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me
through their word;”

John 4:42 “Then they said to the woman, “Now we believe, not because of what you
said, for we ourselves have heard Him and we know that this is indeed the Christ, the Savior of
the world.”



John 6:69 “Also we have come to believe and know that You are the Christ, the Son of
the living God.”

TEST TO SEE IF WE BELIEVE

Matthew 5:44 “But | say to you, love your enemies, bless those who curse you, do good to
those who hate you, and pray for those who spitefully use you and persecute you,”

Luke 6:35 “But love your enemies, do good, and lend, hoping for nothing in return; and your
reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High. For He is kind to the unthankful
and evil.”

Luke 6:30 “Give to everyone who asks of you. And from him who takes away your goods do
not ask them back.”

John 10:10 “The thief does not come except to steal, and to kill, and to destroy. | have come
that they may have life, and that they may have it more abundantly.”

BELIEVING THAT LEADS TO KNOWING

John 6:69 “Also we have come to believe and know that You are the Christ, the Son of the
living God.”

John 17:3 “And this is eternal life, that they may know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ
whom You have sent.”

Acts 16:31 “So they said, “Believe on the Lord Jesus Christ, and you will be saved, you and
your household.”

Matthew 3:9 “and do not think to say to yourselves, ‘We have Abraham as our father.’ For | say
to you that God is able to raise up children to Abraham from these stones.”

Romans 4:16-22 “Therefore it is of faith that it might be according to grace, so that the promise
might be sure to all the seed, not only to those who are of the law, but also to those who are of
the faith of Abraham, who is the father of us all (as it is written, “I have made you a father of
many nations”) in the presence of Him whom he believed--God, who gives life to the dead and
calls those things which do not exist as though they did; who, contrary to hope, in hope
believed, so that he became the father of many nations, according to what was spoken, “So
shall your descendants be.” And not being weak in faith, he did not consider his own body,
already dead (since he was about a hundred years old), and the deadness of Sarah’s womb.
He did not waver at the promise of God through unbelief, but was strengthened in faith, giving
glory to God, and being fully convinced that what He had promised He was also able to
perform. And therefore “it was accounted to him for righteousness.”

BELIEVE IN GOD:

John 1:12 “But as many as received Him, to them He gave the right to become children of
God, to those who believe in His name:”

John 9:35-36 “Jesus heard that they had cast him out; and when He had found him, He said to
him, “Do you believe in the Son of God?” He answered and said, “Who is He, Lord, that | may
believe in Him?”

John 14:1 ““Let not your heart be troubled; you believe in God, believe also in Me.”



Romans 4:24 “but also for us. It shall be imputed to us who believe in Him who raised up Jesus
our Lord from the dead,”

1 John 5:13 “These things | have written to you who believe in the name of the Son of God,
that you may know that you have eternal life, and that you may continue to believe in the name
of the Son of God.”

Philippians 1:29 “For to you it has been granted on behalf of Christ, not only to believe in Him,
but also to suffer for His sake,”

1 Peter 1:21 “who through Him believe in God, who raised Him from the dead and gave Him
glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.”

Mark 11:23, 24 “For assuredly, | say to you, whoever says to this mountain, ‘Be removed and
be cast into the sea,” and does not doubt in his heart, but believes that those things he says

will be done, he will have whatever he says. “Therefore | say to you, whatever things you ask
when you pray, believe that you receive them, and you will have them.”

Mark 16:17 “And these signs will follow those who believe: In My name they will cast out
demons; they will speak with new tongues;”

Luke 8:50 “But when Jesus heard it, He answered him, saying, “Do not be afraid; only believe,
and she will be made well.”

John 3:12 “If | have told you earthly things and you do not believe, how will you believe if | tell
you heavenly things?”

John 5:47 ““But if you do not believe his writings, how will you believe My words?”

John 6:29 “Jesus answered and said to them, “This is the work of God, that you believe in Him
whom He sent.”

John 7:39 “But this He spoke concerning the Spirit, whom those believing in Him would
receive; for the Holy Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.”

John 8:24 ““Therefore | said to you that you will die in your sins; for if you do not believe that |
am He, you will die in your sins.”

John 9:36 “He answered and said, “Who is He, Lord, that | may believe in Him?”

John 11:27 “She said to Him, “Yes, Lord, | believe that You are the Christ, the Son of God, who
is to come into the world.”

John 11:40-42 “Jesus said to her, “Did | not say to you that if you would believe you would see
the glory of God?” Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead man was
lying. And Jesus lifted up His eyes and said, “Father, | thank You that You have heard Me. “And
| know that You always hear Me, but because of the people who are standing by | said this,
that they may believe that You sent Me.”

John 14:11 “Believe Me that | am in the Father and the Father in Me, or else believe Me for the
sake of the works themselves.”



John 10:37, 38 “If | do not do the works of My Father, do not believe Me; “but if | do, though
you do not believe Me, believe the works, that you may know and believe that the Father is in
Me, and | in Him.”
